
 June 29th is the Feast of Saints Peter and Paul.  This 

past year we observed the ―Year of St. Paul‖, in which we were 

encouraged to learn more about St. Paul’s tremendous work in 

our church. 
 

 Paul (Saul at the time) at first persecuted  the church 

but after a sudden conversion when he met the risen Lord, he became a zealous 

promoter of the Christian faith.  He is known as the Church’s greatest missionary.  

He has 13 Epistles in the New Testament which reflect the vast area of the Mediter-

ranean world where he preached the faith (Corinth, Rome, Ephesus, etc.).  St. Paul 

traveled three extensive missionary journeys-mostly by foot or by ship, some of them 

covering over 3,000 miles.  Though St. Paul may at times seem abstract, he has 

made tremendous contributions to Christian theology and spirituality.  We are all 

familiar with his beautiful treatise on Christian love in 1 Corinthians 13 (―Love is pa-

tient, Love is kind‖).  St. Paul taught forcefully that God’s salvation is intended for all 

people not just a select few, for the Gentiles as well as the Jews.  In Christ we are all 

made one.  He taught that as Christians we make up the Church, the Body of Christ 

―We, though many, are one body in Christ‖  (1 Cor. 12:12).  The Eucharist is the sac-

rament of unity and love (1 Cor. 10: 16-19). 
 

 Though the year of St. Paul officially is ending, let us continue to read and 

listen to his Epistles that we might be inspired to have a greater love of God and the 

zeal to share our faith. 
 

 Let us thank the Lord for the recent rains and warm sunshine which help 

things to grow.  Let us pray for a good growing season for farmers and gardeners and 

protection from storms.  I am sorry about the recent hail damage to some of the area 

crops and gardens.  My prayers for all who suffered loss due to the storm.
