On that 

day we are reminded, ―Remember that you are dust and unto 

dust you shall return.‖  This is a solemn reminder of our need to 

repent, to turn away from our sins.  Lent is basically a time of 

spiritual renewal.  It is a time when we have an opportunity to see 

where we can improve our spiritual life. 

 Masses for Ash Wednesday are 8:00 am  and 7:00 pm at Rice and 7:00 pm 

at Mayhew Lake. 

 Lent is a time when we are encouraged to pay more attention to prayer.  

 The stations of the Cross are ways to keep the true spirit of Lent.  We will have  

Stations of the Cross in both of our churches each Friday of Lent at 7:00 pm.   

There will be some spiritual reading available in the back of church for you.   

 Lent also calls us to fast and sacrifice.  The details of the Church’s regula-

tions on fasting can be found in the St. Cloud Visitor, the Friday, February 12 edition.  

Ash Wednesday is a day of FASTING and ABSTINENCE and all Fridays of Lent are 

days of abstinence (no meat).  We should all make an effort to fast or abstain in 

ways in which our wills will be strengthened and that we will become more generous. 

 CHARITY:  Prayer and fasting should make us more generous.  What we  

save from fasting, we share with the poor. The Church has a program you are all fa-

miliar with called the ―Rice Bowl‖ in which you are encouraged to sacrifice during 

Lent and to give what you save to the missions and the poor and hungry.  The Ash 

Wednesday Collection will be taken up in both parishes for ― The Kids Against  

Hunger‖ Outreach Program.  They are doing good work to feed the victims of the hur-

ricane in Haiti. 

 A good beginning helps bring about a good ending.  Therefore, I invite all of 

you to attend Mass on Ash Wednesday.  It is a beautiful Liturgy.  Please come and 

join us.  I pray that during this Lenten season each of you may experience God’s love 

and healing in a special way.
