 Recently I received a letter from our Bishop, John Kinney, who expressed his 

concern over the destruction caused by  tornadoes and floods which occurred in the 

Southern part of our country.  Many churches and parishes have been affected by 

that destruction.  In his letter, Bishop Kinney quotes Archbishop Thomas Rodi of Mo-

bile, Alabama: “Recent tornadoes have inflicted devastation upon communities in 

several Southern states from Arkansas to Virginia, with Alabama, particularly the 

Diocese of Birmingham, suffering the worst damage and loss of life.  As I write this 

email, the official death toll is now 298, with many more injured.  The property loss 

has not yet been calculated, but it appears that the amount of damage is consider-

able.  It should be noted that the damage from these tornadoes occurred mostly in 

mission Dioceses that do not enjoy the blessing of substantial financial resources.” 
 

 Because of these losses to the churches in that area, Bishop Kinney asked 

that every parish of the Diocese of St. Cloud take up a collection.  We will take up a 

second collection next Sunday for that purpose.  It is an opportunity for us to help 

our Christian brothers and sisters who have suffered such great losses.
